	Concept Focus: Imagery
	Duration: Term 1 (11 Weeks)

	Explanation of unit/overview 

The unit focuses on imaginative, informative and persuasive texts to understand imagery. It explores different media and how different authors use imagery to enhance and disguise their intended meaning. The author uses figurative language to create visual images for the audience.
	What do I what the students to learn? (Deep knowledge or enduring understanding)
Author’s use of language that appeals to our five senses to create images. Images in text are often used to enhance meaning and often authors use more complex figurative language to disguise images.  

Why does the Learning matter?

· By understanding the concept, students will be able to use imagery to -:
· Identify and use rich language forms and features to describe characters, events and places

· Enhance spoken and personal vocabulary in formal and informal situations.

	Lesson Focus: Imagery is the use of rich language and devices to describe scenes and characters feelings to help form an image in the audiences mind, as intended by the author.

Introduce title of poem and author. Elicit responses from students about possible themes. (Predicting)

Focus on the potentially unfamiliar ideas (woods, snowy) and have the students draw a sketch of their ideas.

Teacher reads the poem. Discuss new vocabulary and create an Alphabox of new words.(Summarising)

	Teacher re-reads the poem.

In pairs, students conduct a partner, or ‘Knee to Knee’ (p7 RRR) retell. Students make reports on what they and their partner have discussed.

Teacher elicits richer and more complex responses by ‘Stimulating Discussion Through Questions’ (p46-48, RRR), addressing aesthetic, efferent and critical ideas.

Students complete ‘Analyzing Poetry’ worksheet (p56, RRR)

	Teacher re-reads the poem. Question students as to what language devices are used.

Discuss alliteration, Mood, Rhyme and Sibilance (Aspects of Language-Robert Frost-Smartnotebook)

Discuss personification of the horse in the poem. Show examples of above on Smartnotebook page.

Teacher models composition of own examples and students produce own independent work.

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	Explain and explore the history of the Australian colonisation.  Discuss the first fleet, colonistation and the stolen generation.  Explore the details of these historical events and the effect these had on the Aboriginal people.

	Introduce the text ‘The Rabbits’.  Discuss the cover and predict what the text is going to be about.  Create an ‘I Wonder’ about what the book.(Prediction) 
Teaching Notes

· What parts of the picture could not possibly be real?

· Discuss the perspectives of the cover. Why has it been used?

Read the book and discuss how it is an imaginative text.
Have students complete a Connection Stems (GC p.202) after reading each page. Show students a sentence stem eg That reminds me of and think aloud about the process you use for completing it.  For support use the text-self, text-text, text-world connection. (Making Connections)

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	Revisit the text and discuss how the writer creates the image from the text and illustrations. Discuss how the illustrations go a long way towards helping the reader interpret the text. (Question)
Discuss the way in which the invaders are depicted and how the image of them alters as the book progresses.  What effect does this have on the reader? What impressions do you get of the newcomers at first? Show how the illustrator makes us change our initial response. (Question)
Discuss from what point for view the story is told? Examine the ways in which the illustrations show the inevitable outcome of this invasion.  (Question) (Summarising)
Explain that the book is a metaphor to represent the landing of the first fleet and the impact of the colonisation to the Aboriginal culture. (Making Connections)

	Lesson Focus: The interpretation of a text can be represented by visual images which portray the ideas of the reader in relation to events, characters and emotions

Watch the short film http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=gP6xI54r_MA . Explain that it is the artists interpretation of the book, ‘The Old Man and the Sea’ 

In pairs, ‘My Partner Said…’ (p20 RRR). Knee to Knee on what they think the story might be about, then report to class.

Teacher models a concept/mind map of students ideas on what the story might be about.

	Prior to watching film again, ask the students to look for artistic devices used to link the scenes and maintain the flow of the story

Watch the short film

Discuss the devices used by the artist and scribe them onto the board for later reference.

	Read a selected passage from ‘The Old Man and the Sea’

Instruct the children that they are going to represent their understanding through art (‘Communicating Through Art’, p152 RRR) and utilising some of the devices discussed previously.

Re-read and model ‘flowing’ sketches as opposed to a ‘snapshot’ of one scene

Students complete their own

	Using a ‘Summary Cube’ (Guided Comprehension, p270) teacher models the thoughts of the artist about the text ‘The Old Man and the Sea’

Discuss the different themes, such as events, characterisation and emotions.
