Rally Robin

The idea is for all the children to share their thoughts and opinions about the text.

Book Orientation

Review features of the text eg. Cover, title, author, illustrator

Oral Response - Does the image connect directly with you (gaze)? Offer or demand?
Cover – Written Response - What things come to your mind when you think of the colour red and how has it been used to attract your attention? 
Oral Response - What are your eyes drawn to in the picture? (ribbon)
Is it in proportion? (No) Why might it be so big?

Page 1 Are the images framed within the page? (yes) How?(Like a mirror) Why might the illustrator do this?

Page 2 Are the 2 girls in proportion? (No) Why is the girl on the left much larger? ( Princess, important person, main character in the story)

Page 3 – Oral Response
At what angle are we looking in the picture? – (Down from above) Why would the illustrator do this? (to highlight to silkworm in the tree)

What is happening in the top/middle and bottom of the page?

What insect or animal does the girl remind you of?

What does the word splendor mean? 
Written response – write down the definition of splendor and use it in a sentence.
